A Case Study:


In November of 2010, the Nano-Network introduced two very disparate companies – SDG Inc., a developer of nano-liposome drug delivery systems, and Nanofilm, a provider of nano-based solutions for coating and cleaning surfaces. As a result of that introduction, the two companies began discussing possible ways to collaborate. In the summer of 2011, these two companies introduced the first commercial product from their joint development agreement, an anti-microbial coating that incorporates both companies’ key technologies.
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
